RESOLUTION NO. 09-245
A RESOLUTION COMMEMORATING 

TRINITY EPISCOPAL CHURCH 

ON THEIR 175TH MISSION ANNIVERSARY
Mr. Zipprich offered the following resolution and moved its adoption:

WHEREAS, Trinity Church has provided spiritual nourishment to the Red Bank Community since 1834 when it was founded as a mission of Christ Church in what was then Shrewsbury Township and plans for an Episcopal Church in Red Bank were started by Father Harry Finch, Rector of Christ Church in 1934 and work on Trinity Chapel was started in 1845 with it being completed in 1850 and being consecrated as a mission of Christ Church on May 2, 1851; and 

WHEREAS, Trinity Church was incorporated on January 5, 1859 as a separate parish in the Episcopal Diocese of New Jersey and the Rev. William N. Dunnell, DD, who was originally deacon at Trinity Chapel, was ordained priest and called to be the first Rector of Trinity Church where he served as Rector until 1871; and

WHEREAS, the building was enlarged in 1868 by 100 seats to accommodate its congregation and by 1907 the church had tripled its membership from 100 to 300 and a second parish house was built on Maple Avenue in 1916 and many of the stained glass windows in the sanctuary were installed during this period including The Good Shepherd Window created by Tiffany Studios and during the 1950’s, Trinity grew rapidly and completed a larger parish house and in 1964 completed an expansion of the building and had a Sunday School with an enrollment of 400 children and after a fire engulfed Trinity Church on Easter Sunday 1968 and only the walls and stained glass windows remained, it took parishioners just one year to rebuild the church and on Easter Day 1969 services were held in the rededicated the building; and 

WHEREAS, in January of 2007 Trinity Church called the Rev. Christopher Rodriguez as twelfth Rector of the parish who, in his former position, focused on ministry with young families and church growth and he brought these passions to Trinity Church where young families are the fastest growing demographic and the church as seen an increase in average Sunday attendance of over forty five percent in just over two years and takes pride in its excellence in liturgy and music with a choir that currently consists of about sixteen singers with four section leaders;

WHEREAS, the congregation of Trinity Episcopal Church will be celebrating its 175th Mission Anniversary on Saturday, October 24, 2009 and we wish to thank them for their church’s many years of service and support to our community;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Red Bank to commend the Trinity Episcopal Church for its continued dedication to the citizens of Red Bank and their contribution to the history of our town and we express our gratitude to all of its members throughout the past 175 years of dedication they have shown to our community and we wish them continued success throughout the years to come.
