RESOLUTION NO. 09-246
A RESOLUTION COMMEMORATING THE
100TH ANNIVERSARY OF WESTSIDE HOSE CO. NO. 1

Mr. Murphy offered the following resolution and moved its adoption:

WHEREAS, the Westside Hose Company No. 1 of the Red Bank Volunteer Fire Department was organized in October of 1909 by a few dedicated men concerned with protecting their homes in the vicinity of Westside Avenue and Newman Springs Road in an area that was at that time part of Shrewsbury Township but too far from the Shrewsbury Fire Company to count on protection; and

WHEREAS, the boundary was changed soon after and the Company came under the jurisdiction of Red Bank and the members built a small frame building next to the location of the present fire house and purchased a second hand truck which was converted into a fire truck with a small motor driven pump which they used for many years; and 

WHEREAS, in 1920 the Company borrowed $9,000 from Mr. L.S. Thompson of the Brookdale Farm to finance the construction of the present fire house without any assistance from the town of Red Bank and to this day maintains ownership of the building and lot; and

WHEREAS, in 1921 the Borough of Red Bank bought the Company a new American LaFrance truck and in 1947 the Company received the first cab in front of wheels 750 gallon American LaFrance pumper and in 1969 added a new engine bay to the firehouse to accommodate a new 1500 gallon LaFrance pumper and in 1989 took delivery of a new 1500 GPM Pierce Arrow pumper; and

WHEREAS, Westside Hose Company had the distinction of having the first female firefighter in the State of New Jersey when Mrs. Emma Vernell was placed on the active list on April 26, 1926 after her husband Harry died from injuries received in a fire on Leighton Avenue; and

WHEREAS, the distinguished members of Westside Hose Company No. 1 will be commemorating the 100th anniversary of their company’s inception with a year long celebration of this momentous occasion and we wish to thank them for their many years of service and support to our community;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Red Bank to commend the members of Westside Hose Company No. 1 for their company’s dedication to the citizens of Red Bank and their contribution to the history of our town and we express our gratitude to all of its members though out the past 100 years for the selfless dedication they have shown to our community and we wish them continued success throughout the years to come.
