RESOLUTION URGING THE STATE LEGISLATURE TO IMPLEMENT

A STATE-WIDE BAN ON PLASTIC BAGS
Mr. DuPont offered the following resolution and moved its adoption:


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council have continually expressed their support for the reduction and elimination of plastic shopping bags throughout the Borough of Red Bank and the United States as a whole because of the environmental harm caused by their improper disposal and the fact that they are not bio-degradeable, and further because their manufacture requires the use of scarce oil resources; and


WHEREAS, it is clear that the waste of resources and environmental harm caused by the use of plastic shopping bags can only be remediated through State-wide regulation;


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of Red Bank Borough, County of Monmouth, State of New Jersey, that the State Legislature is hereby respectfully urged and requested to consider and to pass legislation banning the use of plastic shopping bags throughout the State of New Jersey; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Borough Clerk is directed to forward certified copies of this resolution to Senator Beck, Assemblywoman Casagrande, Assemblyman O’Scanlon and to the Speaker of the State Assembly and the Senate President.
