WHEREAS, THE RED BANK PUBLIC LIBRARY CELEBRATES RED BANK PAST AND PRESENT THROUGH ITS 

LOCAL HISTORY DEPARTMENT DIGITAL ARCHIVES CATALOG AND THE RED BANK ALWAYS BEAUTIFUL 

CONTEST.

WHEREAS, LIBRARIES STRIVE TO DEVELOP AND MAINTAIN PROGRAMS AND COLLECTIONS THAT ARE AS 

DIVERSE AS THE POPULATIONS THEY SERVE AND ENSURE EQUITY OF ACCESS FOR ALL; 

WHEREAS, LIBRARIES OFFER OPPORTUNITIES FOR EVERYONE TO EXPLORE NEW WORLDS AND BECOME 

THEIR BEST SELVES THROUGH ACCESS TO TECHNOLOGY, MULTIMEDIA CONTENT, AND EDUCATIONAL 

PROGRAMS; 

WHEREAS, IN TIMES OF CRISIS, THE RED BANK PUBLIC LIBRARY PLAYS AN INVALUABLE ROLE IN 

SUPPORTING THEIR COMMUNITIES BOTH IN PERSON AND VIRTUALLY THROUGH INNOVATIVE SERVICES SUCH
