CHARTER STUDY COMMISSION REPORT

The people of Red Bank voted
overwhelmingly — by a 70%
margin — to establish a charter
study commission. The Com-
mission viewed this as a man-
date to closely examine Red
Bank’s Borough form of gov-
ernment — which has existed
over one century — and deter-
mine whether a newer form of
